
Saturday - Day

• Hike – meet at Matlock Railway Station at 10.00

• We have a 8 mile circular hike (there are a couple of options for shortcuts to reduce the route by a  
couple of miles) starting and finishing at the station, but if its bad weather, there are contingency plans 
in place which involves catching a train.

• The hike is in the Derbyshire Peak District in October and involves walking cross-country, so please 
come prepared for all weathers & ground conditions.  

• We will pass 2 pubs just after halfway, but apart from that there’s no shops or cafes on the route so 
please come prepared with your own food and drink. There are numerous sandwich/coffee shops near 
the station to buy your provisions from, but we will be setting off at 10.00 sharp.

Saturday - Evening

• We have a group meal booked at the Red Lion, 65 Matlock Green, DE4 3BT at 7pm, but you must 
have sent your choices to B*gger by adding a comment to the Matlock weekend on Facebook or 
adding them to the QH3 Whatsapp group by Wednesday at the latest to be included (Menu 
attached).  The Red Lion has it own brewery onsite so we shouldn’t run out of beer this year!

Sunday

• Drag-On & George are the hares for trail 1106 which starts at 11.00 from the Rabona, 5 Dale 
Road, DE4 3LT – please note that this pub doesn’t have a car park but there’s car parking near 
by at the station. (charges apply)

Friday - Evening

• Pub crawl around Matlock’s locals –it’s called the downhiller, we start at the top of the hill and end up 
at the bottom  – see attached map for the route and approx. timings
